· Quorum Call

Quorum present

· Approval of the minutes of December 15, 2011
Byron Crape moved that the Minutes be approved, and Doug Shumavon seconded the motion. The minutes were approved by consensus. 

· Approval of the agenda 

With the addition of a discussion on the Committee on Student Learning, the agenda was approved by consensus. 
· Committee Reports
· FS Executive Committee

A general comment was made that FS members should inform the FS Chair of their absence from the upcoming FS meetings. 
Action item: FS committees to revisit their charges and see if anything needs to be revised in them. 

WASC recommends that the current Student Learning Sub-Committee of the Curriculum Community be renamed into a Committee. Other changes may need to be reflected in its charge.  Three days notice is required for FS action so it was agreed that a proposal conforming with the Bylaw requirements for creating a standing committee would be circulated for an email vote.
Action item: Melissa Brown to send out a proposal for the new Committee on Student Learning, and the FS member to e-vote on it. 

· Curriculum Committee (CC)
The PSIA self-study audit was completed.  The CoE self-study audit will wrap after the conference call with the President, Provost and audit team takes place on Jan 26, 2012.  The ACE self-study audit is currently underway. 
· Ethics and Grievance Committee
The Executive Committee of FS has asked the Ethics and Grievance Committee to investigate common practices for sexual harassment policies in western universities as to where this office/position should reside in the university administration (e.g., be it the charge of the Ethics and Grievance Committee or that of the Provost).
The Ethics and Grievance Committee recommends that this matter be postponed until a new Provost has been hired. 

A grievance has been filed. Because confidentiality of the case has unintentionally been broken, and the AUA administration is handling the issue, the EGC will wait for a conclusion to the administrative process. This case is now in abeyance. 
· Committee on the Extension Program (CEP)
The proposed suggestions from CEP were circulated for e-vote, but there were not enough votes. Arpi Balian has now been hired as Director of the University Extension, and this document will be presented to her as an advisory note from CEP. 

Eric Guevorkian has requested to be removed from CEP. 

Decision: Byron Crape nominated Syuzanna Vasilyan to be a member of CEP. Per her consent and by majority of votes Syuzanna Vasilyan has been elected a new member of CEP. 

· Ad-hoc Committee on Course/Instructor Evaluation Form

· Brown Bags
