1. Quorum Call

4. Committee Reports
a. FS Executive Committee

This is the last FS meeting. If there is a need for new decisions, they will be made by e-vote. FS members are expected to check their email on a regular basis.

b. Curriculum Committee (CC)
Three submissions have been approved by CC: 

i. AUA academic Program Review Process: Self-study and self-study Audit Guidelines. Three issues have been suggested: 

a. A line added ‘Do the qualifications fit the program mission and goals, taking into account course evaluations?’ to Item iii.d What are faculty qualifications?
b. External review be invited by Provost with consultation with Academic Program
c. Another item added to IRO Data Packet: “The IRO will arrange to have these delivered directly to the Program Chair by the Provost’s office”
Aram Hajian moved that the new amendments be approved as recommended, and Catherine Buon seconded. The amendments were approved by consensus. 

ii. MPH introduced a formal internship along with the syllabus. CC approved of the proposal. Vahan Bournazian moved, and Aram Hajian seconded. The proposed was approved by consensus.
iii. DEP submitted two proposals for amendments for two certificates: TEFL and Translation. The adjustments include reduced coursework hours, hence more attractive tuition fee, and reduced fees for AUA faculty and faculty. Vahan Bournazian moves and Varduhi Petrosyan seconded.
